For several members of the Redruth Benefice and beyond, St 
Julia’s Hospice in Hayle has come into focus.  Did you know that 
the Hospice movement as we know it came into being in 1967 
when Dame Cicely Saunders founded St Christopher’s Hospice, in 
Sydenham, SE London. 
 

But, for us, the Hospice movement which led to St Julia’s began in 
1986 when The Sisters of the Daughters of the Cross opened four 
palliative care beds in St Michael’s Hospital, Hayle.  By 1992 there 
were seven beds and by 1999 the purpose built setting, St Julia’s, 
was completed.  The Sisters left and St Julia’s became part of 
‘Cornwall Hospice Care’. 
 

Essentially, a Hospice receives NHS funding to cover medication 
costs with the nursing and maintenance costs being raised by 
voluntary contributions through other charities and fund-raising. 
Please support the local Hospice shops, the one opposite the 
Manor Health Centre, Redruth is selling everything for £1.00!
